Objectives:

To empower students with the advanced knowledge of area of Specialization apart from
syllabus.

To inculcate employability/self-employability skills among students.

To equip students with global competency ( Spoken English/Soft Skills/ ICT)

The context:

Due to impact of globalization a rapid change has been occurred in education in India. Today
students when they step out of Colleges are now expected to not only have knowledge but also
be already skilled in different aspects.

It is not only important to excel in academics but also acquire inter-disciplinary skills. Therefore
it is important to provide suitable opportunities for students to acquire these skills within the
campus by saving their time, money and energy.

The Practice:

The College has introduced a series of add-on courses in the middle of its ongoing session, to
give an added advantage to students apart from classroom learning. In order to enhance the job
readiness of the students it is necessary that along with their regular degree programme each
student should undertake at least one add on course per year. The experienced teachers along
with knowledge partner have designed these courses which have special relevance to each
subject.

The Institute had conducted Add-on course for Arts science and commerce students. Each add-
on course is of 35 hours and enriched with hands on and practical sessions. During the course
period students are assessed and certified for the course.
